





















	1.1 In accordance with the National Statement on Ethical Conduct Human Research (2007), all research projects involving humans and relating to health will be considered by the Mater Health Services Human Research Ethics Committee (MHSHREC).  This Committee is accountable to the Mater Health Services Board of Directors, via the Research Support Committee.
